6/21-26 YACA staff and participants traveled to
the Exodus freedom Conference at
Concordia University, Irvine, CA

7/5-9 PCUSA Report Outpost staff members Dan
Puumala and David Hall, Board member
Jeremy Dahlen and several other Outpost
volunteers testified and assisted the ministry
of One by One at the Presbyterian Church
USA General Assembly, Minneapolis, MN.

behind us, we’re in a holding pattern financially
—making sure we finish the fiscal year in good
standing. We’ve brought in about 16%less than
we wanted so far, and we’ve spent almost 7%
more than we’ve received. We've plowed
through about 1/4 of our budget reserves, June
being an expensive month with the Exodus
conference. Thankfully, we received 95%of our
Exodus conference funding goal. Thank you!

At our May meeting, the board approved a
budget for the next fiscal year of just over
$380,000. This will be a miracle. This number
actually reflects our scaled back expecatations,
seeking to avoid a repeat of last year’s paycuts.
Please pray with us as we each staff and intern
raises his/her own missionary support. The
$90,000 more we will need to all be full-time is
a huge leap of faith for us!
